GHOST 1: GROUND FLOOR (VICTORIA SQUARE)  

AN APPARITION OF A MALE MILL WORKER HAS BEEN SEEN BY MORE THAN 2 OR 

3 PEOPLE. HE IS DRESSED IN STEREOTYPICAL VICTORIAN MILL WORKER  

CLOTHING, FLAT CAP, CLOGS, WAISTCOAT, COLLARLESS SHIRT. ALL SIGHTINGS 

OF HIM ARE AT NIGHT, 2 OR 3 CUSTOMERS HAD REPORTED SEEING HIM OVER 

THE YEARS AND STAFF WOULD JOKE WITH EACH OTHER ABOUT BEING ALONE 

IN VICTORIA SQUARE AT NIGHT. THE JOKING STOPPED ABRUPTLY WHEN A 

MEMBER OF BOTANY BAY STAFF ENCOUNTERED THE APPARITION ONE  

WINTER’S NIGHT. THE STAFF MEMBER IN QUESTION WAS, AT THE TIME, A 

SCEPTIC OF ALL THAT IS PARANORMAL. HIS OUTLOOK CHANGED THAT NIGHT. 

GHOST 2: GROUND FLOOR (DECO ROOM)  

THE PRESENCE OF A WONDERING GHOST CAN BE FELT AROUND THIS AR-

EA. MARY MILDRED IS HER NAME AND SHE IS HERE SEEKING A LOST LOVE 

WHO WAS ASSOCIATED WITH THE MILL. SHE MOVES AROUND WHAT IS 

KNOWN AS THE DECO ROOM ON THE GROUND FLOOR. SHE ALSO VEN-

TURES UP THE METAL STAIRCASE AT THE FRONT OF THE BUILDING ONTO 

THE FIRST AND SECOND FLOORS. HER PRESENCE CAN BE STRONGLY FELT 

OUTSIDE THE BUILDING AROUND THE SPOT WHERE A LETTER OPENER 

WAS FOUND RECENTLY DURING DRAIN MAINTENANCE WORKS.   

GHOST 3: GROUND FLOOR / FIRST 

FLOOR (STONE STEPS)  
AN APPARITION OF A LOST SOUL BY THE 

NAME OF ALBERT HAS BEEN SEEN HERE. 

HE IS HERE LOOKING FOR HIS MOTHER, 

HE CAN ALSO BE HEARD CRYING OUT HIS 

MOTHERS NAME. HIS IS A TRAGIC TALE, 

HE DIED VERY YOUNG, 8-9 YEARS OLD, 

HIS MOTHER COMMITTED  

SUICIDE SHORTLY AFTER HIS DEATH.  

CONSUMED WITH GRIEF SHE FLUNG 

 HERSELF INTO A NEARBY RIVER.   

GHOST 4: 1ST FLOOR (KITCHEN SHOP)  

THE APPARITION OF GEORGE ALAN PARKER HAS BEEN SEEN HERE, 

AGAIN, NOT JUST ONCE; MANY STORIES OF SIGHTINGS HAVE  

CIRCULATED OVER THE YEARS. HIS APPEARANCE, DEMEANOUR AND  

TEMPERAMENT HAVE ALL BEEN A COMMON THREAD IN THE ACCOUNTS 

GIVEN BY CUSTOMERS AND STAFF MEMBERS ALIKE. HE WAS A FLOOR 

MANAGER IN THE MILL AND A RUTHLESS BOSS TO WORK FOR. HE IS AN 

UNPLEASANT SPIRIT AND MANY MEMBERS OF STAFF HAVE COMMENTED 

ON A SUDDEN DROP IN TEMPERATURE AROUND THE AREA WHERE HE 

 IS KNOWN TO HAUNT. 

GHOST 6: 4TH FLOOR  

(SHAMBLES RESTAURANT)  
THE PRESENCE OF A MISCHIEVOUS 

CHILD CAN BE FELT ON THIS FLOOR, 

SHE TENDS TO WALK THE LENGTH OF 

THE 4TH FLOOR ON THE CANAL SIDE 

BUT LINGERS AROUND THE DOORWAY 

AT THE TOP OF THE STONE  

STAIRCASE IN SHAMBLES  

RESTAURANT. STAFF USING THE 

STONE STAIRCASE HAVE ALWAYS 

COMMENTED ON THE STRONG BREEZE 

THAT CAN BE FELT ON THE STAIRCASE 

ON THE 4TH FLOOR, UNDERSTANDABLE 

ON A WINTERS DAY, BUT THE BREEZE, 

WHICH IS A COLD ONE, CAN BE FELT 

IN THE HEIGHT OF SUMMER ON A 

STILL, HOT AND HUMID DAY, A RA-

THER UNSETTLING FEELING.   

All of the above sightings and experiences of paranormal activity are taken from 
many different peoples accounts  over a period of many years, there are a lot  
of similarities in all accounts given  which only add weight to the  presence  

of paranormal activity within the mill. We requested the assistance of a ghost 
medium in September 2007. She picked up a lot of paranormal activity within 

the mill and was able to put names to some of our resident ghosts. 

GHOST 5: 2ND FLOOR  

THE WHOLE OF THE SECOND FLOOR IS FILLED WITH A FEELING OF  

SADNESS AND SICKNESS AS THERE ARE MANY TORTURED SOULS ON THIS 

FLOOR. DURING A PERIOD OF DERELICTION, THE MILL WAS USED AS HOME 

TO SOME SORT OF OCCULT RITUAL. MANY SPIRITS HAUNT THIS FLOOR 

AND MANY DIFFERENT STORIES ARE TOLD OF WHAT GOES ON AFTER 

DARK, NO SALES STAFF OR SECURITY STAFF WILL LINGER ON THIS FLOOR 

ONCE THE LAST CUSTOMERS HAVE LEFT. THERE IS A STRONG FEELING OF 

UNEASE AND A CONSTANT NEED TO LOOK OVER YOUR SHOULDER ON THIS 

FLOOR.
